What a gorgeous way to keep track of all those birthdays! With this beauty on your desk there will

From January 2006 Lime Tart 12x12 Kit:
Scenic Route Paper

Bazzill Cardstock

Heidi Swapp paint and ghost flower
Prima Flowers

Brad

Pressed metal tin tile

How to:

1. Cover the tin with paper of choice. Adhere it
by wrapping it around the tin, overlapping at join
and folding back about 1.5cm to create a small
flap (note | used PVA glue and gave the whole
tin a thin coat before covering).

2. Make a small tab from contrasting paper and
adhere it to the flap on the tin and embellish
further with ribbon if you like.

3. Dry brush a little paint on the tin tile and
stamp the word “Birthdays” (using Stazon ink)
around the edge of the tile.

4. Colour the ghost flower with alcohol ink,
embellish the centre with prima flowers a brad
and ribbon. Adhere the entire flower to the
centre of the tile.

5. Make 12 file cards to fit the container you are
using. Label each tab with a month of the year.

6. Use computer to create and print the
calendars and adhere to the front of each file
card.
