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COLLECTIONS TILES LAYOUT – REMEMBER  
The Collections chipboard tiles are the perfect way to showcase your photos, especially photos 
that might be not quite right. I am currently working on a Childhood album in an 8x8 size. A lot of 
my photos are from the 70’s and 80’s which were those square photos where the colour was really 
bad. Also a few of my photos from this time had been in those horrible magnetic albums which had 
caused them even more damage. But these were photos that were precious to me that I knew I 
wanted to scrap somehow. When my Lime Tart collection arrived I knew that it would be just right 
for what I wanted to do with them.  
    
Supplies from the January 07 6x6 Kit:   
Chipboard tiles, Patterned papers, American 
Crafts daisies, Queen and Co brads, and 
orange ribbon. 
 

Additional supplies:   
Extra piece of co-ordinating cardstock, ink, 
gluestick, journaling pen, Mod Podge, paint, 
sandpaper.  
 

    
Step 1 – Gather up your photos. As you can 
see my photos are of random events in the 
first few years of my life. A mixture of 
coloured and black and white, as well as torn 
photos and discoloured photos. I chose 6 
photos to showcase. 
 

 
  
Step 2 – Punch out the square tiles so that 
you are left with the negative part of the big 
square tile. 
 

 
  
Step 3 – Using a scalpel cut out the pieces 
that join the 2 squares in the bottom LH 
corner and the next 2 squares up, so that you 
are left with a big square in the bottom LH 
corner. Smooth the edges of where the cuts 
are made with some sandpaper. 
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Step 4 – Take 6 chipboard squares and cover them with co-ordinating patterned paper. Cut the 
paper just slightly larger then the square. Using a glue stick cover the entire square with glue and 
stick the paper on the square. I use a roller to ensure that the paper has stuck but you could just 
use the palm of your hand to smooth over it. Once the paper is adhered take your sandpaper and 
just sandpaper off the edges of the paper so that you are left with smooth edges along each side of 
the squares.  

 

  
  

Step 5 - Now we have to paint our large 
chipboard square. Choose a colour that co-
ordinates with your paper. I chose red as I 
think it fits perfectly. Ensure to cover your 
piece evenly. 

 

 
  
Step 6 – This step is optional. I love using 
Mod Podge! It seals the piece and is 
available in both a gloss and matt finish. It 
looks like white wood glue when it goes on 
but will dry perfectly clear. If you have not 
used this stuff before give it a go you will love 
it. I gave my piece 2 coats of it. 
 

 
  
Step 7 – Now it is time to put our layout 
together. I cut my photos just slightly larger 
then the square holes.  I added the photos 
before the patterned tiles so that if the photos 
were overhanging some of the edges of the 
squares they would be covered up by the 
patterned tiles. 
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Step 8 - Take a piece of co-ordinating 
cardstock and ink around the edges. Place 
your chipboard tile in the bottom RH corner of 
the cardstock and adhere to the page. This 
tile whilst on an 8x8 layout, would also work 
well with a 12x12 or 8.5x11 page.  Adhere 
your patterned squares on the layout and 
journal in the large square.  
 

 
  
Step 9 – Finish off your layout by 
embellishing with flowers, brads and ribbon.
